Greg reported that the Coast Guard is
scheduled to come to the island this month for Ice Rescue training with the department. There was a discussion on the Coast Guard
staying at the Commodore hotel here on the island for a night. Greg will talk to the Middle Bass Fire Department’s Fire Chief and
invite the department over for the Coast Guard ice rescue training. Fire School is scheduled for March and the department has at
least 21 people interested in attending and they are signed up at Penta. The Trustees would like Greg to forward the Fire School
information onto the Middle Bass Fire Department. Greg presented the Trustees with a quote from Fire Safety Services for new
Turnout gear for 10 new sets that would cost $36,150 total. Mr. Miller motioned to approve the purchase of 10 new Turnout gear
